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Governors must act
before states come
to SC: CJI Bench

AT A TIME when three state
governments have moved the
Supreme Court against their
Governors for keeping Bills
pending, a three-Judge Bench
led by Chief Justice of IndiaDY
Chandrachud on Monday said
Governors “must act” before
the matter reaches the court.

Calling for some “soul-
searching”by the governors as
well as chief ministers, the
Bench said governors “cannot
be oblivious to the fact that
they are not elected represen-
tatives of the people”.

“Why do parties have to
come tothe SC?The Governors
mustactbeforeitcomestothe
SC... Only after they come to
the SC,the Governorsstartact-
ing. This has to stop,” the
Bench,whichincluded Justices
| BPardiwalaand Manoj Misra,
said. While the Bench was
hearinga plea filed by the Pun-
jab government, which said
that Governor Banwarilal
Purohit had kept seven Bills
pending, the Kerala and Tamil
Nadu governments have also
filed similar pleas.

Fixing the next hearing for
November 10, the court asked
Solicitor  General Tushar
Mehta,whoappeared for Puro-
hit, to apprise it of “the action
taken by the Governor” by
