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By embracing Nitish again, Jaiswal averts Titanic disaster
BJP has dealt psychological
blow to Opposition: Kishor

THE BJP EMBRACED Bihar
Chief Minister Nitish Kumar
once again to“kill”the percep-
tion about the INDIA blocand
deal a“big psychological blow”
tothe Opposition justahead of
Lok Sabha elections, Prashant
Kishor, election strategist-
turned-activist who now
heads the Jan Suraaj Abhiyan,
said Friday.

Speakingatthe ExpressAdda
in New Delhi, where he was in
conversation with Anant
Goenka, Executive Director, The
Indian Express Group,and Van-
dita Mishra, National Opinion
Editor, The Indian Express,
Kishor said that without Nitish
Kumar, the BJPwould have con-
tested more seats in Bihar and
won morebutitsstrategywasto
“lose the battle towin thewar.”

He said the BJPunder Naren-
dra Modi is not invincible, but
the Opposition has consistently
missed opportunitiestoputhim
on the backfoot.

He felt that Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi’s move toembark
onayatratwomonthsbeforethe
polls was the “worst decision”
because “the commander of the
Armydoesn’tleave headquarters
when hisbattalionisatwar”and
“thisis the time when he should
be at the headquarters rather
than in Manipur”.

Hewas critical of the Opposi-
tion’s decision to form an
alliancejust nine monthsbefore
the Lok Sabha elections, saying
the parties, if they intended to
cometogether,should havedone
soatleast twoyearsago.

On Nitish Kumar’s switch
back to the BJP, Kishor said the
ruling party embraced him
again not because he will get it
more votes or seats. In fact, he
said, the BJPis“goingtolose seats

in Bihar in Lok Sabha because
they have to now adjust Nitish
Kumar...so theywill be fighting
inalesser number of seats”.

“Theyhave got Nitish Kumar
because they wanted to kill this
perception that there is an
Opposition alliance called
INDIA.Bytakingawayoneofthe
founders of INDIA, they have
givenabig psychologicalblowto
the Opposition... It is not that
they cannot win Bihar or do pol-
iticsin Biharwithout Kumar.The
BJPknowsthedataand thefacts.
But it is a strategy where they
have decided tolose thebattleto
win thewar, he said.

Hesaid the BJP,whichwonall
the 17 seatsitcontested in Bihar
in2019,waslookingtoadd more
seats.“Last time, they (BJP and
the JDU) fought 17 seats each.
Even though the BJPhad a 100
percent strike rate, BJP got only
17 MPsfromBihar.Thistimethe
BJPonitsownwaslookingtoadd
to that 17... By bringing back
Kumar they are going to lose.
Then whywould they make this
mistake? This psychological
blow it has given... Now the
whole media is talking that the
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INDIAbloc is finished... That is
what they have done, they have
doneitknowingly.Aftertheelec-
tion, theywill treat it very differ-
ently, he said.

He also suggested that BJPis
slowly swallowing the JD(U).“By
hugging Kumar in 2017, they
killed Kumar who could have
potentially emerged as a chal-
lenger to Modi after the 2015
(Assemblyelection)victory.They
hugged himand theymadehim
look like one more leader... Now
theywill carry him on his shoul-
ders so long there is little bit of

relevance left. After that, they
know how to deal with these
leaders,”he said.

Kishorsaid Kumarknowsthe
BJP’s design but he is helpless.
“Hehasaged,withnosupport,no
party, no resources, no credibil-
ityleft..Healsosaysthat 18years
I have been the Chief Minister...
Oneyear more,twoyears more...
whatever I can extract the maxi-
mum out of this”

Hesaid Modiisnotinvincible
butunderlined that the Opposi-
tion could not capitalise on the
opportunities it got to put him
on the backfoot.

“Opposition is not going to
struggle always. Never underes-
timate the Opposition in India.
Opposition parties or forma-
tions could beweak,but Opposi-
tion is not weak in India.Alot of
us think thatin thelast 10years
Modi has had a one-way run.
That’s not true. The Opposition
had at least three opportunities
— 2015 electoral losses in Delhi
and Bihar, distress due to the
2016 demonetisation and the
2018 electoral losses — when
they could have pushed BJP on
the backfoot. But it did nothing.
It allowed the BJP to make a
comeback.Thoseopposed tothe
BJPhave given opportunitiesbut
the Opposition has not capi-
talised on them,’he said.

He said the agenda for the
Opposition should be the wel-
fare of the vast majority of Indi-
ans that has not been fulfilled
under the Modi government.
On what gives him hope and
despair, Kishor said, “Hope... I
don’tseethehave-notsasintim-
idated as the haves. And the
have-nots are still a majority.As
farasdespairis concerned,those
whoareblessedwith education,
resource... In India, the upper
middle class is very insensitive
to those at the bottom of the
pyramid,”’he said.

Land shall be con-
tributed as Equity by the
Authority and in return the
Concessionaire shall pay an
annual premium to the Author-
ity during the concession
period of 40 + 30 Years,’it said.

The project is located close
to Banke Bihari Temple in
Mathura and will be connected
by National Highway and
Yamuna Expressway. The loca-
tion will enable the site to cap-
ture footfalls of both domestic
and international tourists
heading to Agra from Delhi
