Once they have taken they
oath, they will have toreturn to
thejail.

Tofurther explain the legal-
ities involved, he cited Article
101 (4)of the Constitution that
dealswith theabsence of mem-
bers from both Houses of par-
liament without prior sanction
of the Chair.

He said that after they have
taken oath, they will writetothe
Speaker informing him/her
about their inability to attend
the House. The Speaker will
then refer their requests to the
House Committee on Absence
of Members.

The Committee then rec-
ommends whether the mem-
bershouldbeallowed to remain
absent from House proceedings
ornot.

In 2014 too, Naidu con-
tested in alliance with the
BJPand joined the Modi gov-
ernment, only to leave the
alliance in 2018 ahead of
Assembly polls in Andhra
Pradesh.
